Aimee Semple McPherson

In her teens, Aimee struggled
with doubts about her religious
training. She was not able to
resolve the dichotomy between
evolutionism and creationism.
She desired to go to dances,
which was strictly forbidden in
her spiritual community.

In the midst of all this
adolescent turmoil, she met
Robert Semple, a Pentecostal
evangelist and missionary. They

fell in love and married. She was
17.




mee Semple McPherson

raveled together to China as missionaries in 1910.
ee had a vision that Robert would pass on soon after the
rriage. And he did, within a year of their time in Hong

ng.

fter his death she returned with their newborn daughter to
e United States.

After years of traveling all across the United States, preaching on
street corners and at tent meetings, Aimee built Angelus Temple
in Echo Park, L.A., which filled with thousands of worshippers
several times a day, seven days a week.




Aimee’s Ministry
Through illustrated sermons there, she introduced hundreds of
thousands to the Christian message and a relationship with Jesus.
During these sermons she often dressed in costumes that related
to the theme of her address and drew from personal experiences

to create spiritual analogies that resonated with her congregation
and kept them riveted upon her.
